The popularity of the first edition
of this book was such that it has
been revised and enlarged and now
includes some 500 black and white
and 250 colour illustrations.

In bringing together a broad range
of garden-related objects, some
already acknowledged, others only
beginning to be appreciated and
collected, the book struck a chord
worldwide, revealing a broad inter-
est in the subject.

The comprehensive coverage
includes not only decorative garden
antiques — pergolas and furniture,
fountains and jardiniéres, but also
more down-to-earth items without
which a garden cannot be made —
tools and watering systems, mowing
machines and wheelbarrows. Sec-
tions on garden games and garden
ephemera are also incuded.

The strong illustrative content,

Boxes are the most beguiling of all
collectables with the double delight
of an enticing exterior coupled with
the anticipation and satisfaction of a
fully fitted interior.

The emphasis is therefore on
usage related to the correct and com-
plete contents that should be found
inside a specific box.

Decoration and styles of boxes are
described with detailed examples of
all varieties.

The result is a
pictorial treat, satisfying the universal
curiosity as to the contents of a box,
all presented in one fascinating read-
able volume. It is clear, concise and
visually appealing, with the text lav-
ishly illustrated with over 1,000
images of nearly 2,000 items. This
should therefore be a most valuable
reference book for the dealer and col-
lector alike.
